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The Swiss Award Corporate Communications®

The Swiss Award Corporate Communications® (Award-CC) is presented annually for the best creative networked communications projects. The aim is to promote professional internal and external communications in business, non-profit organisations and public administration. The award is given for concepts from specialists who follow an integrated approach in a creative way, achieving sustainable communication with the target groups. Concept teams or individuals from agencies, businesses and other organisations are eligible for the competition. The quality of the communication concepts and their implementation are judged by a neutral panel of experts.

The Award CC will be held for the 12th time in 2016. It will be presented on 8 September in Zurich.

A good communication strategy should include creative ideas and innovative measures. Every year, the Award-CC is given to the best concepts that feature an integrated approach. Experts from agencies, companies and public administration or non-profit organisations can enter submissions for the award until 15 July. The integrated communications concepts must be formulated, implemented and integrated into various communication disciplines by July. They should also appeal to different target groups and be integrated into the overall communication of an organisation in a practical way.

Jury for multilingual market regions
Projects in German, French, Italian and English are eligible. According to founder and organiser Roland Bieri, «The Award-CC will provide fair competition for all linguistic groups». As owner of the 
Bi-Com communications and marketing agency in Solothurn, Bieri heads the project along with leading partners from the fields of marketing, advertising, PR and publishing. The Swiss professional association pr suisse has supported the award since 2015 as an exclusive industry partner.
